Vaya con Dios: Vérité Coffee in Ballard Hosts Send-Off Event and Fundraiser for The Seattle-Havana Poster Show

Seattle, WA  • 11/07/07 – On Thursday, November 15th from 7-9 p.m., Vérité Coffee & Cupcake Royale in Ballard will host Vaya con Dios, a send-off event and fundraiser for The Seattle-Havana Poster Show, as the collection is donated to its new permanent home in Havana, Cuba.

The show, a collection of poster art from Seattle and Havana, premiered at Bumbershoot in September of this year.  It has since hung on the walls of all three Vérité Coffee & Cupcake Royale locations, beginning with West Seattle in September, Madrona in October, and it currently hangs on the walls of their Ballard location.  This will be the final time the work is seen in the United States, as it soon departs for its new home on the walls of el Centro de Desarollo de las Artes Visuales in Havana, Cuba.

The collection was brought to the U.S. by American curator Daniel R. Smith, and was organized into The Seattle-Havana poster show with co-curator Jacob McMurray.  Artists range from well-known names – Art Chantry, Jeff Kleinsmith, Eduardo Muñoz Bachs – to up and coming talents form both of these vibrant cities.  In 2008, the Seattle posters will be donated to el Centro de Desarollo de las Artes Visuales in Havana, Cuba, where the entire show will remain a part of the permanent collection.  The show was inspired by the remarkable similarities in aesthetic and process of artists in these two distant cities and is meant to open the lines of communication between these two flourishing arts communities. 

As a Presenting Sponsor of the show, Vérité Coffee will see it off to Cuba with the event Vaya con Dios on Thursday, November 15th, from 7-9 p.m. at the Ballard café.  The event begins with a live performance by local band The Pica Beats and will include a curator slide show of the exhibit.  Limited edition posters by Havana designers Grupo Camaleón and one-night-only Cupcakes Cubano! will be on sale with proceeds going to cover hard costs of the show, i.e. safe transport to Cuba and the printing of an exhibit catalogue.

Vérité Coffee in Ballard is located at 2052 NW Market Street.  The event begins at 7p.m. with the Pica Beats performance and ends at 9 p.m. The café is open until 10 p.m. Vérité Coffee proudly supports the arts and independent expression in the true spirit of coffeehouse culture.
